Little Bobby was spending the weekend with his 
grandmother.  His grandmother decided to 
take him to the park on Saturday morning.  It 
had been snowing all night and everything was 
beautiful. 

His grandmother remarked, "Doesn't it look like 
an artist painted this scenery?  Did you know 
God painted this just for you?" 

Bobby said, "Yes, God did it and he did it left-
handed." 

This confused his grandmother a bit, and she 
asked him, "What makes you say God did this 
with his left hand?" 

"Well," said Bobby, "we learned at Sunday 
School last week that Jesus sits on God's right 
hand!" 

Indeed he does!   "[God] worked in Christ when 
He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at 
His right hand in the heavenly places, far above 
all principality and power and might and do-
minion, and every name that is named, not only 
in this age but also in that which is to 
come." (Ephesians 1:20-21) 

The Hebrew writer tells us that such is an indi-
cation that Christ is far greater than any of the 
angels (1:3-4).  Paul tells us in Romans 8:34 that 
Christ makes intercession for us while he is 
there at the right hand of God. 

Jesus sits on God's right hand.  That doesn't 
mean God is left-handed, but it does tell us just 
how magnificent Christ is!
